To open the window of gravitational wave astronomy, LCGT and

ACIGA will cooperatively make studies towards establishing each future project plan that plays an important role in the area of Asia and Oceania for an international gravitational wave network. 

LCGT is a collaboration of researchers in various organizations, such as Institute for Cosmic Ray Research, Japanese National Astronomical Observatory, National High Energy Accelerator Physics Organization, University of Tokyo, University of Electro-Communications, Miyagi University of Education, and so on. 

ACIGA is The Australian Consortium for Interferometric Gravitational Astronomy, consisting of researchers from The Australian National University, The University of Western Australia, Adelaide University, and Monash University. 


The object of this collaboration is, for each future project, to:

1) Make a collaborative research on several R&D items for each project
2) Exchange technical information on other R&D items;

3) Work cooperatively in obtaining public and governmental support for each project.


If a researcher wants to publish a paper using a part or all of the scientific data or other scientific results obtained under this MOU, he or she must get approval of the collaborations of both ACIGA and LCGT.


This MOU is valid from 1st, April, 2001 to 31st, March, 2003 and can be extended by mutual consent. The previous MOU signed on 16/11/2000 is nullified.
