October 2014. The salary and benefits are defined in the articles of employment of the University of
Tokyo, specifying step 2 of project researchers, 300,000 JPY and the additional allowance of 30,000
JPY. The successful applicants must take a health insurance from MEXT mutual society of health
insurance and will get a commuting allowance. The employment contract will be for two years. The
applicants can apply again after such period, but the employment period cannot be extended by more
than 5 years. The University of Tokyo encourages applications by scientists with foreign nationalities

and female scientists according to the University of Tokyo’s equal opportunities employment policy.

The applicants will be screened on the basis of their application documents, and candidates will be
invited for interviews scheduled on 11 January 2014. The applicants shall submit all of the following
documents by e-mail, to be received until 17:00 JST on 12 December 2013:
